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On January 26, 2006, the California Air Resources Board adopted a regulation adding secondhand smoke (environmental tobacco smoke) to the state’s list of “toxic air contaminants.”  Other toxic air contaminants include diesel particulate exhaust, benzene, formaldehyde, and PAHs.  The Board unanimously approved this regulation based on a report that assessed the exposures and health effects of secondhand smoke.  
This report, an update of the widely praised 1996 report CalEPA published (and that NCI republished in 1997 as Smoking and Health Monograph 10)  was developed beginning in 2001 by the CalEPA Air Resources Board and Office of Environmental Health Hazard Assessment.
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Why is this important?  Everyone knows SHS is bad for you in lots of different ways, so why press the breast cancer finding?  The reason is that hospitality workers are the least protected occupational class from SHS.  Young women are the people who typically work in bars and restaurants.  Great public health gains can be made by protecting these women from this exposure.  With a relative risk of 1.7, this translates to an attributable fraction of 30%.  In other words, about 1/3 of premenopausal breast cancer cases could be prevented in SHS exposure were eliminated.  That’s not too bad for a disease with few modifiable risk factors!
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National Youth Tobacco Survey – Administered at Schools by certified data specialists and self reported not tested to see if lying.   Runs every two year ..and CDC runs this study.  Only been run since 1999

Additional data has told us that that in those markets where teens were exposed to higher doses of truth, meaning there was a higher concentration of TV GRPS - commercials, the decrease in smoking was even greater.

Those markets that had a high exposure to truth saw a decrease of smoking of 29% in just a two-year period alone.

Inverse dose–response relationship between campaign exposure and youth smoking (OR=0.78; p<.05).
Actual smoking prevalence rates were compared to those predicted using the rate of decline prior to truth®. 
Exposure to truth® as measured by Gross Rating Points (GRPs) was modeled as predictor of behavior change.

AJPH 2005: FIGURE 1—How media markets across the country were exposed to various levels or doses of the national “truth” campaign, 2000–2002. Ratings given are in gross rating points (GRPs)--a measure of the reach and frequency of a media message, and are used in media purchasing. They are somewhat imprecise, because it is not possible to know whether 10 people saw the ad one time each, or whether 1 person saw the ad 10 times.  

This map simply shows that we have a great deal of variation in the GRPs that are delivered to various parts of the country.  That will impact how much truth people in those areas can potentially see.  The variation is because the networks and cable stations we use to deliver truth do not reach every area of the states uniformly.  It would be possible to bolster GRPs in low-reach areas, but we don’t do this because local buys are more expensive than national buys.
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To address this question, we analyzed data from the 2002 California Tobacco Survey, a population based Random Digit Dialing survey of adults and adolescents with a special section on young adults aged 18-29.  The sample contained 9413 young adult respondents with a 53% overall response rate.  Survey weights were used so that estimates are representative of the California population.
The outcomes we examined were Current smoking (by adult criteria – have smoked 100 cigarettes in lifetime and now smokes every day or some days).  We also performed a nested analysis of Current smokers only, using intention to quit in the next six months as the primary outcome.
Univariate and multivariate logistic regressions were performed.  In multivariate regressions we controlled for demographics and other variables we found were associated with smoking status in univariate analyses, such as exposure to smokers (friends, co-workers, relatives, social contacts), advertising receptivity, depression, and descriptions of the respondent’s social group (e.g. rebellious).
Information about measures:
The social groups factors were based on respondent’s descriptions of types of people they socialize with on a regular basis.
Exposure to smokers was measured with four items yielding higher average scores if more of the respondent’s family members, friends, co-workers, or social contacts smoked.  
Depression was measured with a previously validated 6 item self-report scale developed by Kandel and Davies and used on prior California Tobacco Surveys of adolescents.  (crohnbach’s alpha 0.75).
The advertising receptivity index was adopted from Pierce and Gilpin’s prior studies of advertising and teenage smoking, using the same questions and definitions as in their published work.  Minimal – can’t name a brand.  Low – names a brand, but no favorite.
Mod – has a favorite, but would not use a promo item.  High – has a favorite and owns or would use a promo item.
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
